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Choosing the correct size for the Pickup-ring

Step 1

Check measurements for screw holes and for your humbucker pickup
e The Pickup-ring consists of a standard sized pickup-ring, with an added seat where midi-
pickups Mounting Pad can be attached

e This offers several benefits
o You do not need to attach the Mounting Pad directly to the guitar’s body
o More space is created for the midi-pickup, which might be necessary if it does not fit

between your current pickup-ring and the bridge of your guitar
e The image below displays the most important measurements of the Pickup-ring:

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Step 2

Measure the string height
e Place a ruler on the guitar’s body, between the bridge pickup and the bridge of your guitar
e Measure the height from the guitar’s body to the underside of the D-string

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o |[f the string height measured from the body of the guitar to the underside of the D-string is
at least 12 mm, then you will be able to use our Pickup-rings, sizes Small, Medium and Large
(see Step 3 below to learn which size you should choose)

o If the string height is 12 mm you will need to use the thinnest of the Mounting Pads
that was included when you purchased your midi-pickup

o If the string height is more than 12 mm, you might need to use one of the thicker
Mounting Pads that were included with your midi-pickup

e If the string height measured from the guitar’s body to the underside of the D-string is
between 10-12 mm, you will need to attach the midi-pickup’s Mounting Pad directly to the
body of your guitar

o Inthis case, you will not be able to use our Pickup-rings of the sizes Small, Medium,
Large
However, you might be able to use our Pickup-ring of the size Extra Small
The Extra Small version of the Pickup-ring does not have a Seat for the midi-pickup’s
Mounting Pad, which makes it possible to attach the Mounting Pad directly to the
body of the guitar

o The Extra Small version of the Pickup-ring has a cutout in its rear wall. This will create
some extra space for the midi-pickup, if it is to wide to fit between your current
pickup-ring and the bridge of your guitar

o Please refer to Step 3 below to determine whether the Extra Small version of the
Pickup-ring will create enough space for the midi-pickup to fit on your guitar

e |[f the string height measured from the guitar’s body to the underside of the D-string is less
than 10 mm, then you will not be able to mount the midi-pickup on your guitar. There is just
not enough room below the strings
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Step 3

Check how much room there is between your bridge pickup and the bridge of your guitar
e Measure the distance between the rear screw holes of your current pickup-ring, and the
bridge of your guitar (or the place where the cutout for the bridge starts in the guitar)
e Please refer to the images below to learn which measurements are needed

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o |f the measured distance is between 8,5-10 mm, then you should choose the Pickup-ring
sized Small

e If the measured distance is between 10-11 mm, then you should choose the Pickup-ring sized
Medium

e If the measured distance is 11 mm or more, then you should choose the Pickup-ring sized
Large

o [f the string height (refer to Step 2 above) on your guitar is between 10-12 mm, then you will
not be able to use the Pickup-rings mentioned above (Small, Medium, Large). This is because
the midi-pickup will not have enough space to fit under the strings. In this case you need to
attach the midi-pickup’s Mounting Pad directly to the body of your guitar

o If there is not enough space for the midi-pickup between your current pickup-ring
and the bridge of your guitar, you might consider purchasing our Extra Small Pickup-
ring. This Pickup-ring has a cutout in its rear wall which will create some extra space

o The Extra Small sized Pickup-ring will fit on your guitar if the distance between the
rear screw holes of your current pickup-ring, and the bridge of your guitar is 11 mm

or more (refer to the images in Step 3 to make the correct measurements)
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A = Height of pickup ring: 4 mm
B = Height of seat for mounting pad: 2 mm

e This is because the normal sized screw
heads will not fit on the Pickup-rings sized
Small and Medium

e 2 small screws are included when you
purchase size Small and Medium. Use
these small screws in the rear screw holes

*Applies to sizes Small and Medium only *
e To make the 2 smaller screws grip the
wood, you might need to fill the rear screw
holes on the guitar
e Place a matchstick (with head cut off) or a
wooden toothpick in the rear screw holes
e Use a wire cutter to cut off the part of the 18
matchstick/toothpick that sticks out of the
hole

*Applies to sizes Small and Medium only *

e When you have cut the
matchstick/toothpick as described above,
then the screw holes have been filled, and
the smaller screws will grip the wood as
needed
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Point F

Tension your strings and tune the guitar

Point G

Take out the Mounting Pads that came
with your midi-pickup and determine
which thickness you should use

Refer to the instructions which came with
the midi-pickup to install the Mounting Pad
in the correct position

There is some extra space around the
Mounting Pad (A in the image) to allow for
finding the best adjustment

For the Pickup-rings sized Small and

Medium, you might need to make a small
cutout in the Mounting Pad (B in the
image) to make space for the rear screw
head

Attach the midi-pickup to the Mounting
Pad and adjust its height as described in
the instructions that came with the midi-
pickup
